>Director General will send a guideline to the Tables in relation of the sales that the Alliance will authorize at the Biennial Conventions.  
>The Alliance of Pan American Round Tables (Level III), will inform the State and National Associations (Level II) and the Tables (Level I) about the approved modification of the institutional  Insignia on the next Circular.
