September - Peru Convention

I also appreciate the presence of the Alliance and National Association of Peru Officers. 
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After a touching reception, we went to the Regatas de Lima Club to an animated luncheon hosted by Mrs. Mila de Coquis, Mirta and a Commission of Officers and Members. A sincere camaraderie atmosphere reigned. Thank you friends for your politeness. 
The next day we had lunch at the San Isidro Country Club, with the attendance of more than 50 Members of different Tables. We shared beautiful moments in which they requested information of the Alliance. The next day we flew to Trujillo, "City of Eternal Spring",  host of the XXII Convention. The Organizing Committee Chairman, Marita Lescano and her husband were expecting us at the airport, and drove us to the Hotel showing us the most well-known places of their beautiful city.

The Convention was developed with cordiality. When we arrived to Buenos Aires, as I am from Argentina, I served as a hostess and took the Officers to the Bauen Hotel, where they remained for two days. My husband invited us to dinner and in the afternoon we went for a tour to the downtown area of Buenos Aires; we had chocolate with churros in the emblematic and historical Tortoni Café. Afterwards, I took them to the Pan American Hotel (Hotel Panamericano), site of our XXXIII International Convention, situated in the 9 de Julio Ave., a few meters from the Obelisk.
Elsie, addicted to photos, took pictures of everything for the purpose of making a power point presentation to send to the Tables as diffusion. We made all this tour by foot, because Buenos Aires is suitable for walking. 
The next day I picked them up in a Van and went to Escobar, site of our National Convention.  Ma. Luisa González de López, Zone VI Director and her sister Elenita González de López, who was Zone Director in an other biennium, joined us.

They had a full agenda with protocol visits to the Embassy of Argentina, Delegation of the OAS, and a meeting with the Members in the Uruguay Club. The next day, Elenita y María Luisa went back and Gladys, María Rosa and Rosario left to Punta del Este, and stayed in my apartment where they spent 3 days sharing with the members of the Table of the location. They went to a school to donate books and shared a Pan American afternoon, where the members received training. October.- Convention of Bolivia

In the social agenda, we were surprised everyday with something new. They were really very cute, animated and with colorful costumes.

The election process was developed with total harmony and cordiality, remaining as President of the National Association Mrs. Nelly Mendoza de Mercado, from the Part of Oruro.

I took the Oath of Office, requesting the Zone Director and the Pan American Woman to join me in this important moment. 
The Closing Dinner was very emotional, where gifts and tears culminated the Convention.

The next day I requested a meeting with the Tables of Santa Cruz; it was well-attended, highlighting the presence of the current President of the National Association and the Ex Officio, as well as the Members of the three Tables of Santa Cruz.

That same night Gladys Simpson left, leaving the best memories. Please allow me to make a very special recognition with my gratitude to the Pan American Women, my “Pan American Woman”, my friend, my mentor, a brilliant woman who gave, is giving and will give her knowledge, example, love and dedication to the movement.
