In agriculture, we discuss about climate change, price increase, Marketing Systems, but the innovation topic should be included, because it has an angular role if we consider the food production, especially for the future. 
The Agenda included the analysis of the situation, perspective of agriculture, exchange of ideas and successful innovation experiences for a sustainable, competitive and inclusive agriculture, among others. 
They proposed to strengthen the technical network of the IIAC with the addition of government institution professionals, the Academy, unions and companies, to consolidate the links of the Institute with other International Organisms to complement and enhance technical capacities and resources, facilitate the development of links and mechanisms for the experiences transference and project achievements between two or more countries, among others.
