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PARTICIPATION OF THE ALLIANCE OF PAN AMERICAN ROUND TABLES AS A CIVIL SOCIETY REGISTERD BY THE ORGANIZATION OF THE AMERICAN STATES (OAS), IN THE INTER-AMERICAN MEETING OF MINISTERS AND HIGH LEVEL AUTHORITIES ON SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT.  

The Inter-American Meeting of Ministers and High Authorities on Sustainable Development was held in Santo Domingo, capital of the Dominican Republic, from november 17 to 19, 2010. The Civil Society in the activities of the Organization of American States (OAS) (CP/RES. 759) made sub-regional consultations with the Civil Society in Buenos Aires, Argentina, San José, Costa Rica and others, during the preparative process. Then, recommendations were developed that dealt with the Declaration of Santo Domingo’s 2010 Project. Dr. Irene Klinger, Director of International Affairs and Mr. José Miguel Insulza, Representavive of the General Secretary of the OAS, led the meetings about the sustainable development, in which they gave continuity to the Declaration of Santa Cruz + 10. On this topic, they talked about water  problems, natural disasters, forest, agriculture and sustainable tourism. In addition, emphasis was placed on climate change. Ambassador Albert Ramdin called on Member Countries of the Organization to intensify local efforts to make societies and economies more resistant to climate change effects. In the meeting sought to clarify and edify the Ministers and High Authorities on the relevance of this subject and how to implement local projects. Representatives of Civil Society of Latin America made a request to the regional governments to integrate social organizations to the elaborated strategies to counteract climate change. Spokesman of Civil Society raised the need to promote dialogue on the impact and what to do about this subject, focusing on National Security. The business class, represented by Mr. Roberto Herrera of the Dominican Republic, also expressed the need to integrate  Banking to open the financial market for small companies to implement practical solutions to protect the environment. With thirty two (32) State Members present, the Inte-American Meeting of Ministers and High Authorities of Sustainable Development was the scene to share with Dr. Irene Klinger and Dr. Jorge Sanin during the sessions. At the end, the outcome of the debates was reflected in the Santo Domingo 2010 Declaration.  
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
